Bayview

Northern Neck Land Conservancy is establishing a special community conservation
asset in Northumberland County.

In 2020, our organization acquired 223 waterfront acres situated between the
Hughlett's Point and Dameron Marsh Natural Area Preserves. Our goal is to
establish this property, known as Bayview, as an “Ambassador Property” that will
educate, immerse and involve people in the value of the Northern Neck and the
importance of conserving it.

In 2022, after facilitating planning sessions stakeholders, a feasibility study was
initiated recently to gather technical information necessary to plan for and
implement 3 public access features: a parking area, a nature trail and a kayak launch.

The current plan is to begin public access construction this year. Also in 2023, we
began hosting monthly "Fourth Fridays at Bayview" events to introduce the
community to the importance and impact of conserving our rural way of life.
